The conference will be held in a remote online format on the Zoom platform. Deadline for submitting applications for participation in the conference together with the materials of reports is midnight of the 22-nd of March 2022. 
Applications and articles (the amount of 14,000 printed characters with spaces) are to be sent in different files with the name of the speaker and notes: “application”, “article” (e.g.: “Ivanov I. I., application”, “Ivanov I. I., article”). Texts of applications and articles are sent to the e-mail snoiipsgo@mail.ru 
Please, attach a filled-in registration form to your abstracts, as well as a screenshot of the page with the results of the anti-plagiarism (the number of characters for the anti-plagiarism must match the number of characters in the submitted publication).
The conference materials will be published in the electronic format prior to the beginning of the conference. The collection (proceedings) will be posted on the page of the Scientific Work Department on the website of BSPU n.a. M. Akmulla by the 16-th of May 2022. 
The following materials will be not accepted for publication:

- with an anti-plagiarism rate of less than 60 % of the original text;

- publications with less than 14,000 printed characters with spaces;

- publications that do not have links to sources and references, as well as links and references that are not designed in accordance with the Russian State Standard 7.0.100-2018 (GOST 7.0.100-2018) “Bibliographic record. Bibliographic description. General requirements and rules for drafting” (sample below);

- publications sent after March 22, 2022;

- no more than two publications of the same author (including co-authorship) are allowed.

Requirements for the design of articles

The text of the article needs to be typed on a computer in Microsoft Word 2003-2010. Font 14, Times New Roman typeface, single spacing, format – rtf. The text must consist of a single file. Parameters: top / bottom / left / right – 2.5 cm. Pages are not numbered. Alignment – by width. 

The title of the work is printed without a hyphen, in capital letters, bold. The title is centered and is not followed by a dot). Below (in one interval) in lowercase letters (in italics) initials and a surname of the author (authors) are printed. Then (below) there is the full name of a higher education institution. After that (below) follows the name of the scientific supervisor (indicating the academic degree and academic title) (see Appendix 1). 

The article must include an abstract (up to 1000 characters with spaces) and keywords (5). Then the text of an article is printed from a new paragraph. The list of sources used is printed at the end of the article with one line spacing in Times New Roman font (normal, size-12 pt, list format) in accordance with the Russian state standard GOST 7.0.100-2018 “Bibliographic record. Bibliographic description. General requirements and rules for drafting” (see Appendix 2).

References are made in the text of the article in square brackets, where the serial number (on the list) and the page of the quoted source (e.g., [1, p. 44]) are specified. Texts issued with the violations of the requirements indicated in this information letter will not be accepted for publication.
